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Criminalitatea feminind constituie un fe-
nomen criminologic distinct, conturat de fac-
tori psihologici, sociali si culturali specifici. Desi
ponderea sa este mai redusd comparativ cu
criminalitatea masculing, formele pe care le
imbracd - violenta domesticd, pruncucidereq,
infractiunile patrimonial-economice sau impli-
carea in grupuri criminale - relevd particularitdti
esentiale. Studiul evidentiazd specificul manifes-
tdrilor infractionale feminine prin analizd doc-
trinard si jurisprudentiald, identificGnd factorii
determinanti si implicatiile criminologice. Rezul-
tatele aratd cd femeile tind sd comitd infractiuni
sub impactul factorilor emotional-afectivi si al
presiunilor sociale, ceea ce reclama politici pena-
le diferentiate pentru asigurarea sanctiondrii si a
prevenirii eficiente. Prin abordarea interdiscipli-
nard si integrarea rezultatelor empirice, articolul
oferd o viziune comprehensivd asupra fenome-
nului si traseazd directii pentru politici publice si
mdsuri preventive adaptate.

Female criminality represents a distinct crim-
inological phenomenon, shaped by specific psy-
chological, social, and cultural factors. Although
its prevalence is lower compared to male crimi-
nality, the forms it takes — domestic violence, in-
fanticide, property and economic crimes, or in-
volvement in criminal groups - reveal essential
particularities. This study highlights the specific
manifestations of female offending through doc-
trinal and jurisprudential analysis, identifying
determining factors and criminological implica-
tions. The results show that women tend to com-
mit crimes under the influence of emotional-af-
fective factors and social pressures, which calls
for differentiated criminal policies to ensure ef-
fective sanctioning and prevention. By adopting
an interdisciplinary approach and integrating
empirical findings, the article provides a compre-
hensive perspective on the phenomenon and out-
lines directions for public policies and preventive
measures adapted to this field.

INTRODUCERE

Female criminality has long been mar-

ginalized in criminological research, being ana-
lyzed mainly in relation to male criminality.
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nalitatea masculina. Aceasta abordare a condus
la subestimarea particularitatilor specifice ale
fenomenului, ceea ce a afectat atat Intelegerea
completd a cauzelor, cat si elaborarea unor
politici eficiente de prevenire si combatere.
Diferentele dintre sexe - biologice, psihologice
si sociale - influenteaza inevitabil comporta-
mentul infractional si determina diferente in ti-
purile de infractiuni comise. Astfel, femeile tind
sa comita infractiuni mai putin violente, dar ade-
sea cu o puternica incarcatura emotionala sau
conditionate de factori sociali si economici.

Literatura de specialitate identificd doua
sfere principale de manifestare a criminalitatii
feminine: viata de familie si activitatea profe-
sionald. In prima categorie predomini violenta
domestica, pruncuciderea si infractiunile moti-
vate de tensiuni relationale. In cea de-a doua, se
remarca infractiunile economice, delapidarile,
coruptia si escrocheriile. In ultimii ani, fenome-
nul a capatat noi dimensiuni, prin implicarea fe-
meilor in retele criminale organizate, in traficul
de fiinte umane si in criminalitatea cibernetica.

Obiectivul acestui studiu este de a
evidentia particularitatile criminalitatii femini-
ne, de a analiza cauzele si factorii determinanti
in acest sens, precum si de a sublinia necesita-
tea unor politici penale diferentiate. Lucrarea
are un caracter interdisciplinar, integrand per-
spective criminologice, juridico-penale, psiho-
logice si sociologice.

METODOLOGIE

Cercetarea se bazeaza pe o metodologie
interdisciplinara, care combina analiza teoretica
cu studiul practicii judiciare si datelor statistice.
Principalele metode utilizate sunt: analiza doc-
trinard a literaturii de specialitate, analiza com-
parativd a practicilor nationale si internationale
privind infractiunile comise de femei, interpre-
tarea datelor statistice furnizate de organizatii
internationale si de institutii nationale, metoda
studiului de caz si metoda comparativ-istoricd.

1. Cadrul teoretic si consideratii generale
In literatura de specialitate se afirma c3
majoritatea crimelor comise de femei au la baza
un anumit grad de sensibilitate afectiva. Spre
deosebire de barbati, femeile reactioneaza mai
frecvent sub impulsul unor stari emotionale in-
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This approach has led to an underestimation of
the specific particularities of the phenomenon,
which has affected both the comprehensive un-
derstanding of its causes and the development
of effective prevention and control policies.
Biological, psychological, and social differenc-
es between genders inevitably influence crim-
inal behavior and determine distinctions in
the types of crimes committed. Thus, women
tend to commit less violent crimes, often with a
strong emotional component or conditioned by
social and economic factors.

Specialized literature identifies two main
spheres of manifestation of female criminality:
family life and professional activity. In the first
category, domestic violence, infanticide, and
crimes motivated by relational tensions pre-
vail. In the second, economic crimes, embez-
zlement, corruption, and fraud stand out. In re-
cent years, the phenomenon has acquired new
dimensions, through women’s involvement in
organized criminal networks, human traffick-
ing, and cybercrime.

The objective of this study is to highlight
the particularities of female criminality, to ana-
lyze its causes and determining factors, as well
as to underline the necessity of differentiated
criminal policies. The paper has an interdisci-
plinary character, integrating criminological,
legal-criminal, psychological, and sociological
perspectives.

METHODOLOGY

The research is based on an interdisci-
plinary methodology that combines theoreti-
cal analysis with the study of judicial practice
and statistical data. The main methods used
include: doctrinal analysis of specialized liter-
ature, comparative analysis of national and in-
ternational practices concerning crimes com-
mitted by women, interpretation of statistical
data provided by international organizations
and national institutions, the case study meth-
od, and the comparative-historical method. This
approach enables a profound and contextual-
ized understanding of the phenomenon.

DISCUSSIONS AND RESULTS

1. Theoretical Framework and General Con-

Diferentele dintre sexe - anatomice, fizi-
ologice, psihologice, morale, intelectuale si soci-
ale - influenteaza inevitabil si comportamentul
infractional. Studiile criminologice arata ca fe-
meile detin anumite particularitati psihologice
si sociale care determina modul de manifesta-
re a comportamentului criminal, de la tipul de
infractiuni comise pana la motivatia acestora.

Criminalitatea femeilor se deosebeste de
cea a barbatilor prin unii indicatori calitativi.
Putem delimita doua sfere ale vietii sociale, in
care activismul criminal al femeilor este indeo-
sebi pronuntat.

In primul rand, este vorba despre modul
de viatd, unde femeile sunt provocate la comi-
terea infractiunilor de circumstantele negati-
ve legate de relatiile familiale si de rudenie. In
acest mediu femeile comit, In majoritatea ca-
zurilor, infractiuni violente, cum ar fi omoruri,
inclusiv ale nou-nascutilor, vatamari intentio-
nate a integritatii corporale si a sanatatii, acte
de huliganism etc.

in al doilea rand, este locul de munci al
femeilor, care adesea le permite accesul liber
la bunuri materiale, fiind vorba, In special, de
ramura comertului, a alimentatiei publice, a
medicinii si a invitimantului. In acest mediu,
femeile comit frecvent diferite genuri de infrac-
tiuni: sustragerea bunurilor altei persoane, de-
lapidari sau acte de corupere. Este semnificativ
si numarul escrocheriilor comise de femei [2].

Cu toate eforturile de a asigura un cli-
mat de egalitate intre sexe in sfera publica, o
privire mai atenta asupra familiei, relatiilor in-
trafamiliale si a relatiilor in cuplu a evidentiat
contraste si realitati disfunctionale. Presiunile
catre modernizarea si democratizarea relatii-
lor intrafamiliale au dus, in mod paradoxal, la
supraincarcarea femeii si la criminalizarea ei in
raport cu statutul parental. Unii autori conchid,

In the specialized literature, it is stated
that most crimes committed by women are
based on a certain degree of emotional sen-
sitivity. Unlike men, women more frequently
react under the impulse of intense emotional
states, determined by betrayal, abuse, or con-
flict. Studies also show that women display a
lower tendency toward violent criminality out-
side the family sphere, but they face a higher
risk of resorting to violence against intimate
partners. Socio-cultural factors, such as the tra-
ditional role of women as mothers and wives,
accentuate social pressure and influence crim-
inal patterns. Despite the essential changes in
women’s social status in recent decades, the
ratio between female and male criminality has
remained relatively constant, at approximately
1:8-1:10 in favor of men [1, p. 56].

Sex differences - anatomical, physiolog-
ical, psychological, moral, intellectual, and so-
cial - inevitably influence criminal behavior.
Criminological studies show that women pos-
sess certain psychological and social particu-
larities that determine the way criminal behav-
ior manifests itself, from the type of offenses
committed to their motivation.

Female criminality differs from male
criminality through certain qualitative indica-
tors. Two spheres of social life can be distin-
guished, in which women'’s criminal activity is
particularly pronounced.

First of all, it concerns the way of life,
where women are prompted to commit of-
fenses due to negative circumstances relat-
ed to family and kinship relationships. In this
environment, women, in most cases, commit
violent crimes, such as murders - including of
newborns - intentional bodily harm and injury
to health, acts of hooliganism, and so on.

Secondly, there is women’s workplace,
which often gives them free access to materi-
al goods, particularly in sectors such as com-
merce, public catering, medicine, and educa-
tion. In this environment, women frequently
commit acquisitive crimes: theft of another
person’s property, embezzlement, or acts of
corruption. The number of frauds committed
by women is also significant [2].

Despite efforts to ensure a climate of
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in urma analizei structurilor actuale de protec-
tie a copilului, modurilor lor de functionare si
interventie, ca ,femeia este adesea considerata
primul si adesea unicul parinte, raspunzator
de situatia precara in care se afla copilul - de
regula mama - este blamata pentru disfuncti-
ile familiei, inclusiv pentru violenta domestica
si acuzatad ca nu Isi indeplineste bine rolul de
mama si sotie” [3, p. 10].

Teoriile feministe sustin ca relatiile de
gen sunt construite social pe o distributie in-
egald a puterii, ceea ce face ca femeile sa fie
adesea subiecte ale violentei, discriminarii
si marginalizirii. In acest context, comiterea
infractiunilor de catre femei nu poate fi anali-
zatd exclusiv din perspectiva juridic3, ci trebuie
inteleasa prin raportare la conditiile sociale si
psihologice care le determina comportamentul.

2. Criminalitatea violentd in randul femeilor

Desi femeile comit infractiuni intr-
o proportie semnificativ mai redusa decat
barbatii, criminalitatea violenta feminina pre-
zintd o serie de particularitati criminologice.
Motivele care stau la baza acestor fapte sunt, in
mare parte, legate de relatiile intrafamiliale, de
rolurile sociale atribuite femeii si de anumite
vulnerabilitati psihologice.

Un factor frecvent care are impact pu-
ternic asupra criminalitatii feminine 1l constituie
conflictele intrafamiliale. Presiunea psihologic3,
violenta domestica, gelozia sau dorinta de razbu-
nare genereaza deseori reactii violente din partea
femeilor. In astfel de situatii, agresiunea se mani-
festa inclusiv prin folosirea obiectelor casnice,
transformate In instrumente ale infractiunii.

Jurisprudenta releva cazuri in care feme-
ile au comis acte de violenta impotriva sotilor
sau partenerilor de viatd, uneori soldate cu
vatamari corporale, alteori cu decesul victi-
mei. Fenomenul este explicat prin sindromul
femeii batute, care descrie acumularea de abu-
zuri si lipsa alternativelor percepute. Studiile
internationale arata ca femeile sunt responsa-
bile pentru aproximativ 40% din omorurile co-
mise in spatiul domestic [4]. Aceste fapte sunt
adesea precedate de ani de violent3, izolare so-
ciala si dependenta economica.

Violenta intre partenerii unui cuplu esca-
ladeaza in unele situatii intr-un act de omor. In
acest sens, E. Durkheim afirma pe buna drep-
tate ca o datad ce viata de familie are un efect
moderat asupra sinuciderii, ea stimuleaza mai
degraba omorul [5].
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gender equality in the public sphere, a closer
look at the family, intrafamilial relationships,
and couple relationships has highlighted con-
trasts and dysfunctional realities. Pressures to-
ward the modernization and democratization
of family relationships have, paradoxically, led
to the overburdening of women and their crim-
inalization in relation to parental status. Some
authors conclude, after analyzing the current
structures of child protection, their modes of
functioning and intervention, that “the woman
is often considered the first and frequently the
only parent responsible for the precarious sit-
uation of the child - usually the mother - who
is blamed for family dysfunctions, including do-
mestic violence, and accused of failing to fulfill
her role as mother and wife properly” [3, p. 10].

Feminist theories argue that gender re-
lations are socially constructed on an unequal
distribution of power, which often makes wom-
en the subjects of violence, discrimination, and
marginalization. In this context, the commis-
sion of crimes by women cannot be analyzed
exclusively from a legal perspective, but must
be understood in relation to the social and psy-
chological conditions that determine their be-
havior.

2. Female Violent Criminality

Although women commit crimes in a sig-
nificantly lower proportion than men, female
violent criminality presents a series of crimi-
nological particularities. The motives behind
such acts are largely related to intrafamilial
relations, socially assigned roles, and certain
psychological vulnerabilities.

A frequent factor strongly influencing
female criminality is intrafamilial conflict. Psy-
chological pressure, domestic violence, jeal-
ousy, or the desire for revenge often generate
violent reactions from women. In such situa-
tions, aggression frequently manifests through
the use of household objects turned into instru-
ments of crime.

Jurisprudence reveals situations in which
women have committed violent acts against
husbands or life partners, sometimes resulting
in bodily harm and other times in the victim’s
death. This phenomenon is explained by the
battered woman syndrome, describing the ac-
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Cu toate acestea, in comparatie cu barba-
tii, femeile au mai putin tendinta de a comite un
omor. A. Campbell a remarcat, in urma investiga-
rii a 10.000 de cazuri de omor, ca femeile au ata-
cat in proportie de 10,5%, iar barbatii - 89,5%;
femeile au comis numai 6,8% din totalul omu-
ciderilor in afara familiei, dar erau responsabile
pentru 40,7% din omorurile comise in spatiul
domestic (omorul sotilor) [6]. Totusi, concluzia
particulara este ca o mica parte din femeile abu-
zate Incheie violenta prin omorarea agresorilor.

A. Browne, spre exemplu, cautd sa desco-
pere acei factori care diferentiaza femeile ab-
uzate ce comit omucideri de cele abuzate care
nu trec la act, identificind urmatorii factori:
frecventa incidentelor violente, severitatea
atacurilor, amenintarile cu moartea din partea
barbatilor, amenintarile femeilor ca se vor si-
nucide, folosirea de catre barbati a drogurilor
si alcoolului, violul marital [7].

In calitate de factori aditionali se consi-
dera prezenta armelor in casa si amenintarea
copiilor cu moartea de catre barbat. S-a demon-
strat ca femeile care si-au ucis partenerii de via-
ta au fost batute mai frecvent, au suferit atacuri
mai grave, fiind frecvent tinta unei escaladari a
abuzului fizic. Este mai mare probabilitatea in
cazul acestora sa fi fost violate sau abuzate se-
xual de sotii lor. Au trait intr-un mediu in care,
de reguld, arma era prezentd, iar partenerii lor
erau consumatori de alcool sau droguri. In plus,
se pare ca sunt ceva mai in varsta, au un nivel
de educatie mai scazut, sunt mai izolate social
decat femeile batute care nu ucid [8, p. 56].

O femeie care se apara impotriva violen-
tei barbatului desfida mituri si idealuri cultu-
rale ale feminitatii. Femeia da viata, nu ia via-
ta, femeia este slaba si are nevoie de protectia
barbatului, o femeie care-si ucide barbatul este
fie bolnava, fie are un comportament criminal
deviant. O femeie batuta care-si ucide barba-
tul si care spune ca a fost In legitima aparare
incalca prea multe norme, comunitatea o con-
damna spunand ca ,putea sa-1 paraseasca, nu
sa-1 omoare”. Dar trebuie stiut ca frica in care
traieste acest tip de femeie isi are radacinile
in experientele trecute si poate fi considerata
pana la un punct rezonabila [8, p. 56].

Psihologii si psihiatrii considera ca majo-
ritatea crimelor comise de femei au la baza un
anumit grad de sensibilitate afectiva, fapt care
se intdlneste mai rar in cazul barbatilor. Din
punct de vedere psihologic, femeile sunt foarte
afectate In urma inselarii sau abuzului fizic ori
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cumulation of abuse and the perceived lack of
alternatives. International studies indicate that
women are responsible for approximately 40%
of homicides committed in domestic settings
[4]- These acts are often preceded by years of
violence, social isolation, and economic de-
pendence.

Violence between partners sometimes
escalates into homicide. In this respect, E. Dur-
kheim rightly noted that while family life may
have a moderating effect on suicide, it is more
likely to stimulate homicide [5].

Nevertheless, compared to men, women
are less inclined to commit homicide. A. Camp-
bell, after investigating 10,000 homicide cas-
es, observed that women accounted for only
10.5% of the attackers, while men represented
89.5%. Women committed just 6.8% of total
homicides outside the family, but were respon-
sible for 40.7% of spousal killings [6]. Still, the
particular conclusion is that only a small num-
ber of abused women end the violence by kill-
ing their aggressors.

A. Browne, for example, sought to iden-
tify factors differentiating abused women
who commit homicide from those who do not,
pointing to the following: frequency of violent
incidents, severity of attacks, threats of death
from men, women’s threats of suicide, men’s
use of drugs and alcohol, and marital rape [7].

Additional factors include the presence
of firearms in the home and threats to kill the
children. Research shows that women who
killed their partners had been beaten more
often, suffered more severe attacks, and were
frequently exposed to an escalation of physical
abuse.

They were also more likely to have been
raped or sexually abused by their husbands,
lived in environments where firearms were
present, and had partners who consumed alco-
hol or drugs. Moreover, such women tend to be
older, less educated, and more socially isolated
than abused women who do not Kkill [8, p. 56].

A woman defending herself against her
partner’s violence defies cultural myths and
ideals of femininity. Women are seen as life-giv-
ers, not life-takers; women are perceived as
weak and in need of male protection. A woman
who kills her husband is labeled as either ill or
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psihic. In contextul violentei domestice, atunci
cand sunt abuzate constant, femeile pot riposta
printr-o rabufnire violenta de moment, reactio-
nand sub impulsul unor stari emotional-afecti-
ve. Specialistii in materie constata cd asemenea
cazuri ies in evidentd mai ales datorita frecven-
tei scazute a comiterii lor. De asemenea, indig-
narea si socul creat in randul populatiei fac ca
astfel de situatii sa fie In centrul atentiei.

Cazurile In care femeile sunt acuzate de
infractiuni de omor sunt rare si au la baza, in
marea lor majoritate, alte motivatii decat cele
in care sunt implicati barbati. In primul rand,
femeile reactioneaza violent cand sunt supuse
constant violentei domestice. Pot exista si alte
explicatii pentru care se ajunge la un asemenea
gest. Pe langa violenta domestica, poate fi vorba
despre unele afectiuni psihice sau de unele avan-
taje materiale sau chiar de influenta anturajului.
Totodata, in mediul rural astfel de infractiuni
pot fi comise sub influenta bauturilor alcoolice.
Oricum, faptul ca o femeie este cea care a comis
o crima nu are rol determinant in stabilirea pe-
depsei. Totusi, ca element de diferentiere, la fe-
mei regretul este mai evident pentru comiterea
unor asemenea fapte decat la barbati [9].

Consumul abuziv de alcool este unul din-
tre factorii determinanti ai violentei domestice
si ai crimelor ce pot fi comise in urma escala-
darii acestui fenomen. Cercetarile statistice si
chestionarile realizate in cadrul unor studii
ne-au permis sa concluzionam ca in majorita-
tea cazurilor de violenta in familie consumul de
bauturi alcoolice este un factor determinant. La
intrebarea daca agresorii erau in stare de ebri-
etate, circa 96% din respondenti au confirmat
faptul ca Tn majoritatea cazurilor de violenta
agresorii erau sub influenta bauturilor alco-
olice. Doar in 4,0% din cauzele de violenta in
familie, asistate de catre specialistii echipelor
multidisciplinare, agresorii nu erau in stare de
ebrietate [10, p. 33].

Referindu-ne la unele aspecte psiholo-
gice ale comportamentului femeii, urmeaza de
mentionat ca atunci cand aceasta raspunde tra-
tamentului abuziv la care este supusa, agresiu-
nea ei urmareste cativa pasi: Intai se lasa prada
supadrarii, furiei (furia inabusa autocontrolul)
daca provocarea continug, furia creste in inten-
sitate, femeia Tncepe mai intai sa strige, apoi,
intensitatea disconfortului emotional fiind si
mai mare, recurge la agresiuni fizice, ca sa se
ajunga in cazurile grave la omorarea agresoru-
lui. In acel moment, femeia constientizeazi ci,
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deviant. A battered woman who claims self-de-
fense violates too many social norms, with
communities often condemning her by saying,
“She could have left him instead of killing him.”
However, the fear these women live with, root-
ed in past experiences, may be reasonably jus-
tified [8, p. 56].

Psychologists and psychiatrists argue
that most crimes committed by women stem
from a certain degree of emotional sensitivi-
ty, a trait less common in men. Psychological-
ly, women are deeply affected by betrayal or
physical and psychological abuse. In domestic
violence contexts, when subjected to constant
abuse, women may retaliate in a sudden vio-
lent outburst, acting under strong emotional
impulses.

Experts note that such cases stand out
mainly due to their low frequency. Addition-
ally, the outrage and shock created among the
population place these situations at the center
of public attention. Cases in which women are
accused of homicide are rare and, in the vast
majority, are motivated by reasons different
from those involving men. Firstly, women often
react violently when subjected to constant do-
mestic violence. Other explanations for such ac-
tions may also exist. Beyond domestic violence,
certain mental health conditions may lead to
such behavior, or, in some cases, material gain
or peer influence may play a role. Moreover, in
rural areas, such offenses may occur under the
influence of alcohol. Nevertheless, the fact that
a woman committed a crime is not a determin-
ing factor in sentencing. However, as a differ-
entiating element, women tend to show more
evident remorse for committing such acts than
men [9].

Excessive alcohol consumption is one of
the main factors behind domestic violence and
subsequent crimes stemming from it. Statisti-
cal research and survey-based studies show
that in most cases of domestic violence, alco-
hol use is a decisive factor. When asked wheth-
er aggressors were intoxicated and to what
degree, about 96% of respondents confirmed
that aggressors were typically under the influ-
ence of alcohol. Only in 4% of cases assisted by
multidisciplinary teams were aggressors found
sober [10, p. 33].

De
fapt, nivelul crescut al frustrarii este cel care
suscita trecerea la actul agresiv.

Ted Gurr arata ca atunci cand nivelul de
aspiratii al indivizilor nu este insotit de o ame-
liorare a vietii lor, apare violenta [11]. Aceasta
este si pozitia lui Merton, care a propus con-
ceptul de privare sau frustrare relativa pentru
a descrie fenomenul mentionat [8, p. 58].

In ceea ce priveste implicarea constanta
a femeilor in comiterea infractiunilor cu carac-
ter violent, se constata ca, de-a lungul timpului,
nu au existat multe femei-criminale in serie,
argumentand aceasta prin faptul ca ucigasii
in serie au un profil aparte, iar femeile se in-
cadreaza extrem de rar In acesta.

Nu
prea au existat femei-criminale in serie, deoa-
rece acestia actioneaza cu sange rece, cu pre-
meditare si au o incapacitate de a experimenta
anumite sentimente, precum anxietatea sau su-
rescitarea. Ei cauta mereu sa obtina sentimen-
tele care le lipsesc. Asa cum unii oamenii cauta
,senzatii tari”, faicand ,bungee jumping”, asa si
criminalii In serie Tncearca sa descopere unele
sentimente pe care nu le pot obtine altfel [9].

Intr-un studiu national in care au fost in-
vestigate rapoartele de examinare psihiatrica
a 125 de femei - dintre care 86% adulte, me-
dia de varsta fiind 33 de ani - autoare de om-
ucidere si tentativd de omucidere involuntara,
cercetdtorii finlandezi au constatat ca in 54%
dintre cazuri victimele omuciderii erau parte-
neri intimi, ucisi, iTn majoritatea cazurilor, prin
injunghiere (65%) In cursul unor certuri sau
altercatii, pe fondul unor intoxicatii etilice [12].

Victimele, in numar de 136 - 111 barbati
si 25 de femei - sunt mai ales partenerii intimi
(108 cazuri) si copii (19 cazuri). Relatia cu vic-
tima este cruciala in omuciderea comisa de
femei, demonstrandu-se ca in 54% din cazuri
victimele sunt partenerii intimi si ca trebuie sa
includem in relatie chiar si separarea, atat timp
cat mental relatia inca exista [12].

Concluziile acestui studiu raspund obiec-
tivului principal: obtinerea unei imagini mai
comprehensive privind criminalitatea femini-
na si, implicit, a femeii-criminal:

- femeile nu ucid straini sau necunoscuti
(54% intimi; 24% - prieteni si cunostinte);

- femeile prefera injunghierea;

- motivatia este combinatd, existand si-
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Referring to certain psychological as-
pects of female behavior, it should be noted
that when a woman responds to abusive treat-
ment, her aggression follows several steps:
first, she gives in to upset or anger (with anger
suppressing self-control); if the provocation
continues, the anger intensifies, and the wom-
an initially begins by shouting. As the intensity
of emotional discomfort grows even further,
she may resort to physical aggression, and in
severe cases, this can escalate to killing the ag-
gressor. At that moment, the woman becomes
aware that, although she has violated a norm,
she is finally free. In fact, it is the high level of
frustration that triggers the transition to the
aggressive act.

Ted Gurr notes that when individuals’
aspirations are not accompanied by improve-
ments in their lives, violence emerges [11].
Similarly, Merton introduced the concept of
relative deprivation or frustration to describe
this phenomenon [8, p. 58].

Regarding the consistent involvement
of women in committing violent crimes, it is
observed that, over time, there have not been
many female serial killers. This is explained by
the fact that serial killers have a distinct pro-
file, and women very rarely fit this profile. This
largely relates to psychological factors. In gen-
eral, women are considered less predisposed in
this regard. Men demonstrate a different kind
of tenacity. Female serial killers have been rare
because serial offenders act with cold-blood-
edness, premeditation, and an inability to ex-
perience certain feelings, such as anxiety or
over-arousal. They are constantly seeking the
emotions they lack. Just as some people seek
“thrill-seeking” experiences, like bungee jump-
ing, serial killers attempt to discover certain
feelings they cannot obtain otherwise [9].

A Finnish national study analyzing psy-
chiatric reports of 125 female offenders - 86%
of them adults, with an average age of 33 -
charged with homicide or attempted involun-
tary homicide found that in 54% of cases, the
victims were intimate partners, killed mostly
by stabbing (65%) during quarrels or alterca-
tions, often under the influence of alcohol [12].

The 136 victims (111 men and 25 wom-
en) were primarily intimate partners (108 cas-
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multan mai multe motive (cum au fost rapor-
tate de catre autor in cursul anchetei si inves-
tigatiei politiei si a examinarii psihiatrice: 1)
impulsive: cand autorul a declarat ca a actionat
fara sa gandeasca; 2) sexuale: continut de natu-
ra sexuald; 3) autoaparare: cand victima a fost
violentd; 4) delirante: ca pierde copilul, aude
voci; 5) fara motiv: cand nu se admite cazul sau
cand a raportat ca a ucis fara niciun motiv);

- omuciderea este precedata de cearta si
altercatii (59% in cazul intimilor si 47% in ca-
zul prietenilor si cunostintelor);

- motivatia sexuala este prioritar legata
de gelozie;

- intoxicarea In momentul crimei preva-
leaza (dar mai putin decat la barbati) [12].

Un capitol aparte al criminalitatii femini-
ne il constituie pruncuciderea, reglementata ex-
pres de legislatia penala (art. 147 Cod penal al
Republicii Moldova si art. 200 Cod penal al Ro-
maniei). Aceasta infractiune este caracterizata
prin faptul ca autorul poate fi doar femeia, iar
conditiile obiective si subiective (nasterea, sta-
rea psihotraumatica, circumstantele familiale)
determina calificarea sa ca o varietate atenuata
a omorului.

Pruncuciderea este considerata una din-
tre cele mai dramatice forme ale criminalitatii
feminine. Ea este explicata printr-o combinatie
de factori psihologici (tulburari post-partum,
depresie), sociali (stigmatizarea mamelor sin-
gure) si culturali (rusinea de a aduce pe lume
un copil in afara casatoriei). Studiile releva ca
majoritatea autoarelor sunt tinere, necasatori-
te si aflate in situatii economice precare.

E foarte complicat de a afla ce se intam-
pla in psihicul femeii atunci cand ea recurge la
omorul propriului copil. Totusi, unele aspecte
cu referire la aceasta dilema pot fi clarificate.
In unele cazuri, in special in situatia mamelor
minore ramase singure, putem vorbi despre
teama fata de mania pdrintilor, prima experi-
entd nereusitd, nedorinta de a-si pata reputatia
devenind astfel subiect de ocara a oamenilor.
In alte cazuri, poate fi vorba despre disperarea
in fata problemelor aparute, ascunderea infide-
litatii, ruperea relatiilor deja stabilite. Pentru a
Infrunta anxietatea, sentimentul de instrainare
al celor apropiati, ele se hotardsc la pruncuci-
dere pentru a ascunde sarcina si nasterea ne-
dorita. In cele din urma, pruncuciderea este co-
misa de femeile care au pierdut capacitatea de
a face o alegere constientd, nu-si pot controla
emotiile, fiind lipsite de instinctul maternitatii.
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es) and children (19 cases). The victim’s rela-
tionship to the perpetrator is crucial in female
homicide, with data showing that in 54% of
cases, the victims were intimate partners, in-
cluding separated partners where the relation-
ship persisted mentally [12].

The conclusions of this study address the
main objective: obtaining a more comprehen-
sive understanding of female criminality and,
implicitly, the female offender:

- Women do not kill strangers or
unknown individuals (54% - intimates; 24% -
friends and acquaintances);

- Women prefer stabbing;

- Motivation is often combined, with
multiple motives simultaneously (motives
as reported by the author during police
investigation and psychiatric examination: 1)
impulsive: when the offender declared acting
without thinking; 2) sexual: of a sexual nature;
3) self-defense: when the victim was violent;
4) delusional motives: e.g., fearing the loss of
a child, hearing voices; 5) no motive: when
the case is dismissed or when the offender
reported killing without any reason);

- Homicide is preceded by quarrels and
altercations (59% in the case of intimates and
47% in the case of friends and acquaintances);

- Sexual motivation is primarily related
to jealousy;

- Intoxication at the time of the crime
prevails (but less than in men) [12].

A distinct chapter of female criminality is
infanticide, explicitly regulated by criminal law
(Art. 147 Criminal Code of the Republic of Mol-
dova and Art. 200 Criminal Code of Romania).
This crime can only be committed by wom-
en, with objective and subjective conditions
(childbirth, psychotraumatic state, family cir-
cumstances) qualifying it as a mitigated form
of homicide.

Infanticide is one of the most tragic forms
of female criminality, explained by a combina-
tion of psychological (postpartum disorders,
depression), social (stigmatization of single
mothers), and cultural (shame of having a child
out of wedlock) factors. Studies reveal that
most perpetrators are young, unmarried wom-
en in precarious economic situations.

It is very difficult to understand what oc-
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Studiile realizate evidentiaza ca in cazul
sarcinilor nedorite apare un mecanism de au-
toapdrare, numit negare a realitatii, adica re-
fuzul de a percepe obiectiv sarcina si, implicit,
crearea conditiilor pentru trecerea la pruncu-
cidere.

De regula, feme-
ile aflate in aceasta situatie isi sufoca copilul
imediat dupa nastere, fara a-1 privi.

Analiza cazurilor din practica judiciara
releva ca autorii pruncuciderii sunt, de regu-
13, femei tinere, aflate in situatii de vulnerabi-
litate sociala, fara suport familial sau in relatii
conflictuale cu partenerii lor. Motivele invo-
cate variaza de la teama de reactia parintilor
pana la dorinta de a ascunde o relatie extra-
conjugala. Aceste particularitati confirma
ca analiza criminalitatii feminine nu poate fi
desprinsa de contextul psihologic si social al
autorilor, fiind necesare politici penale si cri-
minologice diferentiate, care sa tind cont de
vulnerabilitatile si specificul acestei categorii
de infractori.

3. Infractiunile patrimonial-economice si cele
comise de femei in sfera de serviciu
Daca in planul vietii familiale criminali-
tatea feminina se manifesta preponderent prin
violentd, in sfera de activitate profesionala si
economica femeile sunt mai des implicate in
infractiuni contra patrimoniului si in fapte care
au legatura cu activitatea profesionala. Accesul
la resurse materiale, responsabilitdtile de ges-
tiune si contactul direct cu bunuri sau valori
creeaza premise favorabile pentru acest tip de
infractiuni.
Se constatd cd in ultima perioada de
timp femeile sunt implicate tot mai mult in
infractiuni de coruptie, delapidari si fraude.

curs in a woman’s psyche when she resorts to
killing her own child. However, some aspects of
this dilemma can be clarified. In certain cases,
particularly with minor mothers left alone, one
can speak of fear of parental anger, a first failed
experience, or the unwillingness to tarnish her
reputation, thus becoming a subject of public
scorn. In other cases, it may involve despair
in the face of arising problems, concealing in-
fidelity, or breaking already established rela-
tionships. To cope with anxiety and feelings of
alienation from those close to them, they may
resort to infanticide to hide an unwanted preg-
nancy and birth. Ultimately, infanticide is com-
mitted by women who have lost the capacity to
make a conscious choice, cannot control their
emotions, and lack maternal instinct.

Studies show that in cases of unwanted
pregnancies, a self-defense mechanism called
denial of reality emerges, meaning the refusal
to objectively acknowledge the pregnancy and,
implicitly, creating conditions that may lead to
infanticide. In this regard, E. Dulit [13, p. 86]
describes three types of pregnancy denial:

Uncertainty and hope - when a delayed
menstrual cycle is attributed to other causes,
such as a cold, illness, or medication use.

Deliberate deception - when the preg-
nancy becomes certain, and the woman takes
measures to hide her condition from her par-
ents, husband, or partner, and does not resort
to abortion for various reasons (fear, lack of
money, etc.).

Actual denial - after the woman accepts
the possibility of being pregnant, she refuses to
think about her situation. In these cases, the psy-
chological mechanism is depression, and at the
moment of childbirth, the woman experiences a
strong emotional shock, a dissociative state, and
even postpartum psychosis. Usually, women in
this situation suffocate their child immediately
after birth, without looking at them.

Analysis of cases from judicial practice
shows that the perpetrators of infanticide are
generally young women in socially vulnerable
situations, without family support, or in con-
flictual relationships with their partners. The
motives cited range from fear of parental re-
action to the desire to conceal an extramarital
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Spre deosebire de barbati, ele prefera metode
mai subtile, bazate pe relatii interpersonale si
pe manipulare.

Un loc aparte 1n criminalitatea feminina
il ocupa escrocheriile, care se remarca prin in-
geniozitate, creativitate si prin complexitatea
scenariilor utilizate, inclusiv prin proportiile
daunelor provocate, dificultatile descoperirii si
investigarii lor. Asa cum rezulta din practica or-
ganelor de drept, femeile care practica comite-
rea escrocheriilor indeplinesc, de regula, rolul
de instigatoare sau organizatoare.

In ultima perioada se atestd o crestere
a nivelului criminalitatii patrimonial-violente
in randul femeilor, precum si o manifestare a
agresivitatii si cruzimii In comportamentul lor.
Ele au inceput sa savarseasca mai frecvent ast-
fel de infractiuni precum omorul din interes
material, jaful si talharia, infractiuni in care
anterior erau implicati preponderent barbatii.
Acest fapt trebuie sa alarmeze societatea, desi
femeile, in general, apeleaza la violentda mult
mai rar decat barbatii.

in Romania, una dintre cele mai mediatiza-
te crime din ultimii ani a fost cea comisa de stu-
dentii A.H. si V.L in cele din urm3, A.H. a fost con-
damnata la 20 de ani de Inchisoare, pentru omor
deosebit de grav si talharie. Aceasta a fost acuzata
pentru faptul cd, impreuna cu prietenul ei, 1-a ucis
pe omul de afaceri botosanean D.M., dupa care
i-a luat acestuia masina. Conform anchetatorilor,
A.H. ar fi avut o relatie cu victima, insa ar fi planuit
impreuna cu V.I. sa-l omoare din interes material,
lucru care s-a si intamplat [9].

O particularitate a criminalitatii tinerelor,
comparativ cu criminalitatea femeilor mature,
consta in faptul ca foarte putine dintre acestea
sunt implicate In delapidari ale averii strdine,
insa prevaleaza fetele tinere condamnate pen-
tru savarsirea actelor de huliganism. In unele
cazuri, femeile comit infractiuni cu caracter de
profit nu doar datoritd unor circumstante de or-
din material, ci si in situatiile cand sunt destul de
bine asigurate material si urmaresc un scop de
imbogatire ilicita, folosindu-se fie de situatia de
serviciu, fie comit aceste infractiuni din invidie
fata de starea materiala a altora.

Practica judiciara din Republica Mol-
dova si Romania relevda mai multe cazuri de
infractiuni economice si de serviciu savarsite
de femei. Printre acestea pot fi mentionate:

- Insusirea ilegala a fondurilor destinate
platii salariilor prin includerea in borderouri a
unor persoane fictive sau eliberarea de sume
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relationship.

These particularities confirm that the
analysis of female criminality cannot be sepa-
rated from the psychological and social context
of the offenders, highlighting the need for dif-
ferentiated criminal justice and criminological
policies that take into account the vulnerabili-
ties and specific characteristics of this category
of offenders.

3. Property-Economic and Work-Related
Crimes Committed by Women

While female criminality within family
life manifests primarily through violence, in
professional and economic settings women are
more often involved in property-related and
work-related crimes. Access to material re-
sources, management responsibilities, and di-
rect handling of assets create favorable prem-
ises for such offenses.

In recent years, women have become
increasingly involved in corruption, embezzle-
ment, and fraud. Compared to men, they often
prefer more subtle methods, relying on inter-
personal relationships and manipulation.

Fraud occupies a particular place, often
marked by ingenuity, creativity, and complex
scenarios, including significant damage, inves-
tigation challenges, and organizational sophis-
tication. Women frequently play instigator or
organizer roles.

Recently, there has been an increase in
property-violent crime among women, as well
as a display of aggression and cruelty in their
behavior. They have begun to commit more
frequently offenses such as material-interest
homicide, robbery, and assault - crimes previ-
ously predominantly committed by men. This
development should alert society, even though
women, in general, resort to violence far less
often than men.

In Romania, one of the most publicized
crimes in recent years was committed by stu-
dents A.H. and V.I. Ultimately, A.H. was sen-
tenced to 20 years in prison for particularly
serious murder and robbery. She was accused
of, together with her boyfriend, killing the busi-
nessman D.M. from Botosani and then taking
his car. According to investigators, A.H. had a
relationship with the victim but planned with
V.I. to kill him for material gain, which ulti-
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necuvenite;

- delapidari in proportii mari comise de
contabile-sefe sau directoare de intreprinderi/
institutii;

Aceste exemple confirma ca femeile nu
suntimplicate in criminalitatea economica doar
ocazional, ci potjuca roluri active si chiar de co-
ordonare in cadrul unor scheme infractionale
complexe.

Respectivul gen de criminalitate in care
sunt implicate femeile are cateva trasaturi spe-
cifice:

- se bazeaza mai mult pe abuz de incre-
dere decat pe violenta;

- este determinata atat de factori mate-
riali, cat si de motivatii de ordin social (dorinta
de afirmare, comparatia cu nivelul de trai al al-
tora, invidie sociala);

- implica deseori persoane cu functii de
raspundere si un nivel de educatie mediu sau
ridicat.

Astfel, spre deosebire de criminalitatea
violentd, infractiunile cu caracter patrimonial-
economic si din sfera de serviciu comise de femei
presupun un grad mai ridicat de premeditare si
de rationalizare a comportamentului criminal,
ceea ce le face mai dificil de prevenit si descoperit.

4. Participarea femeilor la grupuri criminale
organizate

O dimensiune aparte a criminalitatii fe-
minine o constituie implicarea in activitatile
grupurilor criminale organizate. Desi, in mod
traditional, femeile erau percepute mai de-
graba ca participante pasive sau auxiliare,
evolutiile recente arata o crestere a numarului
de cazuriin care acestea au roluri active, uneori
chiar de coordonare.

Participarea femeilor la grupurile crimi-
nale se caracterizeaza printr-o diversitate de
roluri, care variaza de la activitati secundare la
implicari directe in comiterea faptelor. Printre
acestea se remarca:

- rolurile secundare, precum tdinuirea
infractorilor, ascunderea bunurilor obtinute pe
cale infractionald, furnizarea de informatii;

- rolurile intermediare, constand in atra-
gerea victimelor, transmiterea de mesaje sau
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mately occurred [9].

A particular feature of criminality among
young women, compared to that of mature
women, is that very few of them are involved
in embezzlement of others’ property; rather,
young women convicted of acts of hooliganism
prevail.

In some cases, women commit prof-
it-oriented crimes not only due to material cir-
cumstances but also when they are relatively
well-off and seek illicit enrichment, taking ad-
vantage of their workplace position, or commit
these offenses out of envy toward the material
status of others.

Judicial practice in both Moldova and
Romania highlights cases of economic and
work-related offenses committed by women:

- Illegal appropriation of funds intend-
ed for salary payments through including fic-
titious persons on payrolls or issuing unde-
served payments;

- Large-scale embezzlement committed
by chief accountants or directors of enterpris-
es/institutions;

- Bank fraud through abuse of workplace
position and falsification of financial-account-
ing documents;

- Fraud cases motivated by profit, some-
times carried out over along period and involv-
ing multiple individuals.

- These examples show that women are
not merely occasional participants in economic
crime but can play active, coordinating roles in
complex schemes.

Such criminality is typically character-
ized by:

- Reliance more on abuse of trust than
on violence;

- Motives tied both to material gain and
social factors (desire for status, envy, or com-
parison with others’ lifestyles);

- Frequent involvement of educated
women in positions of responsibility.

Thus, unlike violent crime, property-eco-
nomic and work-related crimes among women
are marked by higher levels of premeditation
and rationalization, making them harder to
prevent and detect.
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coordonarea logistica;

- rolurile principale, in anumite cazuri, de
organizare a unor activitati infractionale (proxe-
netism, trafic de persoane, trafic de droguri etc.).

Aceasta diversificare a rolurilor reflecta
atat emanciparea sociala a femeilor, cat si adap-
tabilitatea grupurilor criminale, care exploa-
teaza particularitatile psihologice si sociale ale
categoriei respective de infractori. Un domeniu
in care implicarea femeilor este semnificativa il
constituie traficul de fiinte umane, unde adesea
au calitatea de recrutoare, profitand de capaci-
tatea lor de a castiga increderea victimelor, de
a le promite locuri de munca in straindtate sau
de a le manipula emotional.

Practica judiciara confirma numeroase
cazuri in care femeile au jucat un rol central in
organizarea si facilitarea traficului de persoane.
De reguld, acestea vizau victime aflate in situatii
vulnerabile (tinere cu copii, persoane fara veni-
turi, femei aflate in relatii conflictuale).

Totodatd, a fost constatat faptul ca per-
soanele de gen feminin manifesta un interes
criminal mai sporit In sfera exploatarii sexuale
decat in alte domenii, unde ponderea lor nu de-
paseste rata de 10-15%. Astfel, printre persoa-
nele condamnate pentru diverse infractiuni le-
gate de exploatarea sexuala femeile constituie
aproximativ 50% [14, p. 128].

Este important de mentionat si faptul ca
printre femeile-traficante se intalnesc destul de
frecvent foste victime traficate si exploatate se-
xual care, din diferite considerente, se implica
in asemenea activitati infractionale. De regulg,
o astfel de implicare a victimelor este mai mult
impusa si conditionatd de diverse manipulari
psihologice, ca in final acestea sd ia asemenea
decizii ca o cale de a supravietui.

Intr-un sir de cazuri de trafic de fiinte
umane, femeile nu erau pur si simplu executori
obisnuiti ai infractiunii, dar aveau calitatea de
organizatoare sau conducatoare ale respectivei
activitati infractionale.

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4. Women'’s Participation in Organized Crim-
inal Groups

A distinct dimension of female criminal-
ity is represented by involvement in the activ-
ities of organized criminal groups. Although
women were traditionally perceived rather as
passive or auxiliary participants, recent devel-
opments indicate an increase in the number of
cases in which they assume active roles, some-
times even in coordination positions.

The participation of women in criminal
groups is characterized by a diversity of roles,
ranging from secondary activities to direct
involvement in the commission of offenses.
Among these, the following stand out:

e secondary (hiding offenders, conceal-
ing illicit goods, providing information);

e intermediate (luring victims, acting as
couriers, coordinating logistics);

e primary (organizing criminal activities
such as pimping, human trafficking, drug traf-
ficking).

This diversification of roles reflects both
the social emancipation of women and the ad-
aptability of criminal groups, which exploit the
psychological and social particularities of this
category of offenders.

One area in which women'’s involvement
is significant is human trafficking, where they
often actas recruiters, taking advantage of their
ability to gain victims’ trust, promise them jobs
abroad, or manipulate them emotionally.

Judicial practice confirms numerous cas-
es in which women have played a central role
in the organization and facilitation of human
trafficking. Typically, they targeted victims in
vulnerable situations (young women with chil-
dren, individuals without income, women in
conflictual relationships).

At the same time, it has been found that
females show a higher criminal interest in the
sphere of sexual exploitation than in other are-
as, where their share does not exceed 10-15%.
Thus, among individuals convicted for various
offenses related to sexual exploitation, women
account for approximately 50.0% [14, p. 128].

Another area of female criminality with-
in organized groups is drug trafficking. In such
cases, women act either as couriers or as inter-
mediaries, taking advantage of the social stere-

Un alt domeniu de manifestare a
criminalitatii feminine in cadrul grupurilor or-
ganizate este traficul de droguri. In astfel de ca-
zuri, femeile actioneaza fie ca transportatoare,
fie ca persoane de legatura, profitand de stere-
otipul social potrivit caruia ele ar fi mai putin
suspecte. Pe langa traficul de droguri, femeile
participa la furturi organizate, jafuri sau atacuri
talharesti, avand deseori rolul de a atrage victi-
mele in locuri izolate ori de a furniza informatii
grupului criminal.

Implicarea femeilor In grupuri criminale
organizate implica o serie de probleme crimi-
nologice:

- extinderea sferei criminalitatii femini-
ne dincolo de infractiunile traditional asociate
acesteia;

- utilizarea particularitatilor psihologice
si sociale ale femeilor in scop infractional;

- dificultatea resocializarii femeilor im-
plicate in astfel de activitati, dat fiind gradul ri-
dicat de profesionalizare a comportamentului
criminal.

Aceasta tendinta confirma necesitatea
unei abordari integrate, care sa combine ma-
surile represive cu politici sociale si educative
menite sa reduca vulnerabilitatea femeilor fata
de recrutarea In grupuri criminale organizate.

CONCLUZIL

Criminalitatea feminina reflecta o
interactiune complexa intre factori psihologici,
sociali si culturali. Spre deosebire de criminali-
tatea masculing, aceasta are particularitati dis-
tincte, care impun o abordare diferentiata prin
prisma unor politici penale si social-criminologi-
ce echilibrate. Rezultatele analizei confirma ne-
cesitatea unor programe speciale de prevenire a
violentei domestice, de sprijin psihologic pentru
femeile vulnerabile, precum si de reintegrare
sociala a femeilor care si-au ispasit pedeapsa. De
asemenea, este necesara o cooperare interdisci-
plinara intre institutiile de justitie, organizatiile
sociale si structurile de sanatate mentala.

Prin urmare, procesul de prevenire si
combatere a criminalitatii feminine trebuie
sa fie Insotit de politici publice orientate spre
egalitate de sanse, acces la educatie si sprijin
economic. Doar prin reducerea factorilor cri-
minogeni si prin consolidarea mecanismelor
de protectie se poate limita fenomenul dat,
contribuindu-se astfel l1a o reintegrare eficienta
a femeilor 1n societate.

In addition to drug trafficking, women
also participate in organized thefts, robberies,
or assaults, often playing the role of luring vic-
tims to isolated locations or providing informa-
tion to the criminal group.

The involvement of women in organized
criminal groups raises a number of criminolog-
ical issues:

e the expansion of the scope of female
criminality beyond offenses traditionally asso-
ciated with it;

 the use of women’s psychological and
social particularities for criminal purposes;

e the difficulty of resocializing women
involved in such activities, given the high de-
gree of professionalization of their criminal be-
havior.

This trend confirms the need for an inte-
grated approach, combining repressive meas-
ures with social and educational policies aimed
at reducing women'’s vulnerability to recruit-
ment into organized criminal groups.

CONCLUSIONS

Female criminality reflects a complex
interaction between psychological, social, and
cultural factors. Unlike male criminality, it has
distinct characteristics that require a differen-
tiated approach in terms of balanced criminal
justice and social-criminological policies. The
results of the analysis confirm the need for
special programs to prevent domestic violence,
provide psychological support for vulnerable
women, and facilitate the social reintegration
of women who have served their sentences.
Moreover, interdisciplinary cooperation is nec-
essary between justice institutions, social or-
ganizations, and mental health structures.

Therefore, the process of preventing and
combating female criminality must be accom-
panied by public policies aimed at equal op-
portunities, access to education, and economic
support. Only by reducing criminogenic factors
and strengthening protection mechanisms can
the phenomenon be limited and effective rein-
tegration of women into society be achieved.
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
